• Priorities and Planning Council – Linda Rae Markert 

 

The Priorities & Planning Council met virtually on Friday, March 26th:     

 

1. We unanimously approved the Communication Studies Department’s proposed changes 

to its MA program in Strategic Communication. With these revisions, core requirements 

are changed to align course offerings more efficiently with the availability of resources 

and faculty expertise.   
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2. Council members reviewed and unanimously approved the Communication Studies 

Department’s revisions to its Advanced Certificate in Integrated Social Media.  

 

3. The School of Communication, Media & the Arts submitted a proposal for what will 

become SUNY Oswego’s first Micro-credential in Digital Media and Communication 

Design. This 12-credit program will prepare students in digital media, graphic design, 

and web and social media design. Following discussion of the projected resource 

implications for this new micro-credential, Council members unanimously approved the 

proposal. 

 

4. We unanimously approved a minor change in the Theatre Department’s revision to its 

BA program in Theatre.  

 

Finally, we received a report from Dean Julie Pretzat and Professor Amy Shore regarding the 

move of the Cinema & Screen Studies program from its current home in the Department of 

English & Creative Writing, to become a new department in the School of Communication, 

Media & the Arts. Council members expressed support for this move, which aligns with 

program reviewers’ recommendations, curricula, and facility design and utilization
