FA Chair’s Report — Liz Schmitt

In Memoriam: Larry Maher

Larry joined the campus in 1989, a management professor in what was then the Department of
Business. He taught a range of classes in management but most recently taught a lot of MGT 261, the
introductory class, where he developed a business plan project. He and others developed and
coordinated an introductory Gateway to Business course as a common first year experience for
business majors.

His obituary last week to the campus notes that he is remembered as a wonderful person, colleague
and professor with a very caring personality and kind heart, where student success was everything.

I would like to share a story about Larry from Tom Ingram, Assistant Professor of Management

If I recall correctly (It was many, many years ago), Larry arrived on campus as a member of the
(then) Department of Business Administration and was attached to the (then) Division of
Continuing Education. His primarily responsibility was to develop and grow a part-time evening
Business Administration program for individuals living in the North Country, to offer one or two
courses per semester there himself, and to recruit other members of the faculty to teach in the
program.

These courses were taught at Fort Drum in the Watertown area. To be honest, there didn’t
appear to be a great deal of enthusiasm among several of our teaching colleagues to drive to
Watertown once or twice a week in the evening, enter Fort Drum (which occasionally proved to
be a bit more difficult than anticipated), and then return home in the darkness after their classes.
Because I originally hail from the North Country and was quite familiar with the area, and since
Larry and I had already developed a good friendship, I was one of the first faculty members he
recruited.

“It’s nothing for you to drive back and forth to Watertown, Tom. You know the area,” said Larry
— “and, besides, you’re an Army veteran and won't be intimidated by the soldiers at the Fort
Drum gatehouse.” “Not to mention that the facilities at Fort Drum are fabulous and the
technology available will blow your mind.”” And so I said sure, I'll give it a go.

It was then that I learned for the first time what a great bulls***ter Larry actually was.
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Obtaining permission at the gate to enter the fort and proceed to the building where my
“fabulous” classroom and the “blow-your-mind” technology were located took so much time [
was sure 1'd be late for my very first class. I was asked for so many different proofs of my
identity that I wondered if next I'd be asked to present a copy of my birth certificate. Then, when
I located the building where [ would be teaching (no easy task, you may be assured), I walked
into my “classroom” and discovered that this room had obviously not been designed for
purposes of teaching. It was so narrow that each row consisted of only four seats, which resulted
in one column of seven or eight rows. But even in this extremely narrow configuration, there
were a couple of fairly wide supporting beams located between the third and fourth row and the
sixth and seventh row — making it almost impossible, of course, for me to see the students sitting
in rows four through seven. And the “blow-your-mind” technology? It consisted of a portable
blackboard, a couple of pieces of chalk, and an eraser!

What was my response? Well, I was there, the students were there, and they expected an
introduction to our “Principles of Management” course. So that’s what I did, after making what
I hoped were perceived to be a few humorous remarks about the settings. And, to be honest, we
had a pretty good class!

That being said, when I saw Larry on campus the next day, I shared with him the events of the
previous night. “I’m not sure you were particularly forthright about what I'd be getting into,” 1
said to Larry.

His response? Precious! “I’ve always thought that the true measure of effective managers lies in
their ability to adapt to unforeseen and unexpected occurrences. And that’s why I asked you,
Tom. I knew you could do it. And since you 've already told me the class ended up going well,
that just confirms I was right!”

As 1 said previously about Larry — “What a great bulls***ter!” And I loved him for that. I will
miss him greatly!

- Asked for minor edits on two new course proposals, and plan to approve them once edits are
complete: GER 198 and CRW 314.

- We discussed a proposal from the Psychology Dept to change the prerequisites of several of
their courses to a minimum of a C- as a grade.
