Inclusion of THT 120-Stagecraft: After research of other BA programs across the state, we are
the only program that does not include the equivalent content of this course within the core. 11
out of 13 theatre BA programs (excluding Oswego) include this class; the remaining 2 require
multiple courses which cover the scope of content in more depth. Oswego is the only BA
program within the SUNY schools which does not currently include such content within its core.

Restructure of Practicum:

THT 200 is a one-credit course that gives students graded credit for involvement with
productions in the Department of Theatre. Practicum students work onstage or backstage for
theatre production during the semester. It is similar to THT 300, but designed for freshmen and
sophomore students.

The re-introduction of THT 200 will also encourage underclassmen enrollment in the practicum.
Additionally, THT 200 will enable transfer credit for our transfer students from 2 year programs
allowing them to graduate in a timeline aligned with the 2+2 program. Currently, the transfer of
these credits is not possible with THT 300 (Advanced Practicum)

Upon review of comparable programs, it is felt that the program needs a script analysis class to
lay the foundations for upper level classes. This will include the course and satisfy a 200-level
Writing Across the Curriculum requirement.




4. Removal of 341 from Core: Directing is removed from the core for all majors. The addition of the
Script Analysis course will provide all of our students with the broad knowledge we previously
exposed them to through Directing, without the track specific focus.

5. Inclusion of THT 367- the last accreditation from NAST (National Accreditation for Schools of
Theatre) felt it was a deficiency in the program that the entirety of western theatre history was
compressed into one semester. The division of THT 364 into two courses (364 and 367) and its
inclusion in the core is reflective of recommendations of NAST review.

6. In revising the capstone, we realized that we need to offer it to our students in their junior year.
We have re-written it as THT 395, which will be offered for 2 credits junior year, followed by 1
credit on THT 495 in the semester the student is completing their capstone.

7. With the introduction of 395, 495 would now be a 1 credit course. This division does not change
course offerings, as 495 was already offered in two seperate sections over two semesters.

8. The increase in credits from 21 to 27 is reflective of notes 1 through 5 listed above; adding 12

credits while removing 6

9. Computer literacy requirements to remain as a cognate.

10. Merging our track programs into one generalist program was recommended by our external
evaluator. Many students are interested in a Theatre major to complement other fields of study,
or would like their training in theatre to be broad. The introduction of this new program allows a
student to declare a Theatre major without being forced to declare which area of theatre they
wish to focus on. This is felt to be the truest form of a liberal arts theatre program. It also offers
students a greater flexibility when completing their degree.

11. Adding an additional theoretical requirement provides our students with a broader
understanding of the field, and offers better background for future practical applications.

12. Providing the optional elective outside of the department allows our students to pursue a
multidisciplinary approach to their work.



Changes in Resources:

Since the end of academic year 19/20, we lost three different faculty lines. Tenure track: Acting
Directing, VAP: Acting Directing, Professional Staff: Technical Director.

We need to replace at least one of the Acting/Directing lines and the Technical Director to provide our
curriculum and performances (THT 200, THT 300 credit opportunities). These lines are needed
regardless of curriculum changes (arguably even more so with our current curriculum which includes
the Acting/Directing track).
