It is with great pleasure that I present the attached proposal for the Latino and Latin 
American Studies (LLAS) program. This program will join IPAC upon its approval for 
adoption. 

LLAS is an interdisciplinary program that requires a total of 18 credits, with 6 dedicated 
to core courses and an additional minimum of 12 elective credits that come from across 
over 8 departments and 3 colleges here at Oswego. The decision for the makeup of this 
program comes from several years of intensive collaborations by a variety of faculty 
members, student input from surveys, and campus support.  

Its design provides a foundation that we hope assists in the growth of LLAS both as a 
minor and as an integral component of this campus’s future. For instance, students have a 
variety of course offerings that are directly in Latino or Latin American Studies while at 
other times they will be able to use the knowledge that they gain in such classes to create 
lenses for interpretation in other courses.  

Attached you will find the full program proposal, confirmations of departmental support 
for the courses listed in the curriculum map, and sample student surveys. Importantly, 
this program considers the voices of students as integral to its construction. Surveys were 
given to garner this information. The sample of surveys provided here show the different 
types of student responses to the program itself, such as wanting to enroll with feedback 
on what they would want to see; not being able to enroll but providing their insights into 
its development; or not being interested in enrolling but still supporting its presence on
campus. However, whether it is a letter of support or a student survey, these different 
sources show the interactive and collaborative spirit vital to this program’s creation.

Minor in Latino and Latin American Studies 

 
Mission 
 
Latino and Latin American Studies (LLAS) at SUNY Oswego provides students enrolled in this 
program with a minor. The minor comprises 6 credits in core requirements, with a further 12 
credits required from a diverse range of electives at the lower and upper division to create a 
robust learning experience that students are able to tailor to both their majors as well as interests 
beyond the campus.  
 
Latino and Latin American Studies is an interdisciplinary area of scholarship that explores the 
past, present, and future of this community. It engages scholarly frameworks that, even as they 
draw from field specific research techniques such as literary or anthropological analysis, engage 
different critical ways of knowing from Latino and Latin American communities in order to 
reframe how information is identified, examined, and questioned. This program thereby attends 
to one of the fastest growing communities in the U.S. and assists in providing students with 
different paths of inquiry into the worlds in which they live.  
 
This program explores the multiple roots that comprise Latino and Latin American identity in all 
its variations. It questions the histories of different nations, specific communities within the 
nation-state, and the multiple formations of coloniality that have led to our current moment. This 
program also encourages students to consider how to reformulate understandings of 
contemporary public issues and the viability of alternative forms of knowledge as providing key 
insights into potential platforms for social-justice activities and initiatives.  
 
LLAS’s proposed program of study aligns with SUNY Oswego’s mission, commitments, and 
impact visions. In line with the campus mission, the nature of Latino and Latin American Studies 
is to promote diverse lines of inquiry from which students can learn and make connections in 
their learning experiences. Students enrolled in this program are encouraged to engage in critical 
analysis skill development that moves between the disciplines housed on our campus to find 
unifying concepts and, at times, divergent critiques, and thereby help to shape socially-conscious 
members of their communities.  
 
Further, our campus commitments to global and interdisciplinary curriculum, determining 
community needs, and attending to the needs of the students and the work force are not only 
promoted by this program but are very much part of its composition. LLAS requires historical 
understandings of socio-political developments. These are learned through rigorous research, 
engagement with a variety of learning techniques, and awareness of global trends both in our 
current moment as well as across different temporal eras. Further, this program encourages 
students to harness their knowledge to promote solution-seeking habits in a variety of arenas.  
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LLAS also promotes the visions set forward in SUNY Oswego’s Tomorrow mission, including  

• Fostering a culture of student engagement that encourages creative synthesis of 
knowledge to promote intellectual communities (Impact 1), 

• Offering courses on the cutting edge of scholarly research in Latino and Latin American 
Studies that draw from interdisciplinary collaborations and perspectives (Impact 2), 

• Expanding inclusion of our community by drawing from different epistemologies that 
contribute to the diversity of our campus and larger network (Impact 3), 

• Encouraging students to redefine their relationships with the environment around them 
via alternative epistemologies and utilizing these to promote responsible social 
stewardship (Impact 4), 

• Developing student socio-cultural critique to promote a diverse range of engagements 
with developing social justice initiatives, collaborations, and equitable futures. 

 
Learning Outcomes and Assessment 

1. Learning Goals and Objectives 
• Students will participate in an array of disciplinary specific engagements with 

topics pertinent to the field of LLAS through enrollment in different elective 
courses. 

• Students will learn pertinent historical information regarding Latino and Latin 
American communities. 

• Students will explore different epistemological frameworks to analyze 
sociopolitical experiences of Latino and Latin American cultural experiences and 
expressions. 

• Students will learn discourses pertinent to Latino and Latin American Studies. 
 
Learning Outcomes 

• Communicate acquired knowledge utilizing different modalities and media 
formats. 

• Identify the impact of different historical configurations and phenomena 
impacting Latino and Latin American communities. 

• Express critical analysis of sociopolitical configurations of different cultures, 
communities, and historical moments via coursework. 

• Demonstrate proficiency with discourse pertinent to Latino and Latin American 
Studies through written and oral communication. 

 
2. Periods of Assessment 

Assessment of LLAS will occur in 5-year increments, with the first occurring 5 years 
after the initial program launch.

Enrollment 
This program is expected to enroll between 5-10 students in the minor within its initial launch 
academic year. 
This program is expected to increase enrollment of students within the minor to 10-20 students 
within the first 5 years. 
These projections are determined using student surveys in which students indicate interest in 
enrolling in LLAS as a minor. Additionally, surveys demonstrate that they are more likely to 
enroll in the minor if it also required courses that would not detract from time spent within their 
own majors, and/or it would supplement and expand their understandings of their majors. The 
course selection provided, given its depth and breadth, provides students to enroll in this program 
while also being able to attend to majors in areas such as ANT, BRC, EDU, ENG, HDV, HIS, 
LIN, POL, SOC, and SPA.

Advisement 

• Students enrolled in this minor will meet with the program director once a semester for 
course selection in advisement with their major advisor. 

• The program director will maintain updated and accurate records of all enrolled students, 
and contact advising faculty in major departments when necessary. 

 
Resources 

• Will be housed in IPAC, with coordination in Global Studies and American Studies. 
However, the director’s home department will be considered the “home” for the program. 
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• With the launch of the program, it is not possible to know what the actual enrollment will 
be even as numbers are projected. Due to this, the director will need to be in consultation 
with the appropriate Dean regarding assigned time and need for assigned time to 
complete the required commitments for the program to successfully launch and maintain 
from semester to semester.  

• No single faculty with a tenure line is currently hired at Oswego exclusively for LLAS. 
Each identified faculty is a hire within a traditional program/department of study. 
Additionally, because LLAS has not existed in over ten years, no faculty members is 
dedicated to a “LLAS” exclusive course. This reality means that there is no dedicated 
faculty time specifically for LLAS. Nevertheless, student surveys suggest a desire for 
faculty with knowledge and/or expertise in LLAS (please see attached sample surveys). 
As such, programming and course availability has been requested and made possible 
through interdisciplinary collaborations between departments currently existing on 
campus with courses being accepted by departments as available to the minor as 
appropriate (please see attached confirmations). Courses included for this minor are 
therefore discipline specific but taught utilizing frameworks and/or content that 
sufficiently lend themselves to this minor. Additionally, this reality also means that 
students will be learning how to engage courses in these traditional disciplines from these 
different frameworks and contents, thus lending the courses even more so to the needs of 
this interdisciplinary minor.
